Radio Interference Incident reporting
Dear CMAC Member,

In recent weeks, a number of Club members have experienced incidents involving a loss of radio control of their models. In most cases the loss was very brief, taking the form of a radio “hit”, but in some cases it resulted in the model crashing.

In any instance where a pilot experiences a loss of control of his/her model, be it very brief or for a more extended period, it is important to establish the facts of what has happened. This will provide an early warning if models are being impacted by some external source of radio energy, or will facilitate the promulgation of useful advice to other members, if the incident was caused by some installation, operational or equipment problem. 

Any member who experiences a loss of radio control on any operating frequency is requested to complete a Radio Interference Incident Report form and return it to the Club Secretary as soon as possible. 

It is vital that, if you experience a loss of control, but subsequently find that there was a problem with your RC equipment (eg low battery, faulty installation, etc), this information should be included on the form.

The information provided will not be published; it will only be used to help the Committee in its efforts to maintain a safe operating environment at our Field.
